The purpose of the assessments are determine student 
mastery in the NYS Standards for the Subject Area or the Common Core State Standards. 
The pre assessments will be administered in one class period in the beginning of the school 
year. Year-end post assessments are administered at the end of the year over a two and a half 
hour period during a sequence of days or on a single day at the end of the year. The scores will 
be reported through the student information system, instructional portal. The assessments are 
implemented using the same criteria found in the Examination Documents from NYSED. All 
assessments are secure until assessment day. 
At the beginning of the school year students are given a pre-assessment which contains 
content from the course. Targets are set for each student to achieve a passing score on the 
exam. The percentage of students that meet their targets are calculated to arrive at the teacher 
scores. At least 65% of the students are expected to have met the target for them based on 
their pre-assessment score. Historical assessment data will also be used to assist in 
reasonable targets. Teachers with percentages from 90 - 100 are highly effective (18 - 20 
points), 75-89 are effective (15-17 points), developing (13-14 points) and 59 and below are 
ineffective (12 - 0 points).
