TEACHER APPEAL PROCEDURES 

Section 3012-d of the- Education Law establishes a comprehensive annual evaluation system for Teachers, as well as the issuance and implementation 

of improvement plans for Teachers whose performance is assessed as either developing or ineffective.  To the extent that a Teacher wishes to 

challenge a performance review and/or improvement plan under the evaluation system, the law requires the establishment of an appeals procedure. 

APPEALS OF INEFFECTIVE AND DEVELOPING RATINGS ONLY 

Appeals of annual professional performance reviews will be limited to those that rate a Teacher as ineffective or developing only. 

WHAT MAY BE CHALLENGED IN AN APPEAL 

Appeal procedures will limit the scope of appeals under Education Law §3012-d of the following subjects: 

(1)�the substance of the annual professional performance review; which shall include the following: 

1.�� In the instance of a teacher rated ineffective on the student performance category but rated highly effective on the observation category based on

PROHIBITION AGAINST MORE THAN ONE APPEAL 

A Teacher may not file multiple appeals regarding the same performance review or improvement plan. All grounds for appeal must be raised with 

specificity within one appeal. Any grounds not raised at the time the appeal is filed shall be deemed waived. 

BURDEN OF PROOF 

In an appeal, the Teacher has the burden of demonstrating a clear legal right to the relief requested and the burden of establishing the-facts upon which 

petitioner seeks relief. 

TIMEFRAME FOR FILING APPEAL 

All appeals must be submitted in writing no later than 15 school days after date the Teacher receives his/her annual professional performance review. 

If a Teacher is challenging the issuance of a Teacher improvement plan, an appeal must be filed within 15 school days of issuance of such plan. If a 

Teacher is challenging the implementation of a Teacher improvement plan, an appeal must be filed within 15 school days of the failure of the District 

to implement any component of the plan. The failure to file an appeal within these timeframes shall be deemed a waiver of the right of appeal and the 

appeal shall be deemed abandoned. 

When filing an appeal, the Teacher must submit to the Superintendent of Schools or a designee if the Superintendent is unavailable a detailed written 

description of the specific areas of disagreement over the performance review, or the issuance and/or implementation of the terms of the improvement 

plan and any additional documents or materials relevant to the appeal. The performance review and/or improvement plan being challenged within the 

15 days must also be submitted with the appeal. Any information not submitted at the time the appeal is filed shall not be considered. 

TIMEFRAME-FOR DISTRICT RESPONSE 

Within 15 school days of receipt of an appeal, the District staff members who issued the performance review or were responsible for either the 

issuance and/or implementation of the terms of the teacher's improvement plan must submit a detailed written response to the appeal. 

The response must include any and all additional documents or written materials specific to the point(s) of disagreement that support the District's 

response and are relevant to the resolution of the appeal.  Any such information that is not submitted at the time the response is filed shall not be 

considered in the deliberations related to the resolution of the appeal. The Teacher initiating the appeal shall receive a copy of the response filed by 

the District, and any and all additional information, submitted with the response, at the same time the District files its response. 

DECISION-MAKER ON APPEAL 

A final decision shall be rendered by the superintendent of schools or his/her designee.  An appeal may not be decided by the same administrator 

responsible for making the final rating decision. 

GRIEVANCE FOR PROCEDURAL VIOLATIONS ONLY 

A delay up to four school days to satisfy a deadline in the APPR plan shall be deemed de minimus, and shall not be considered a procedural violation.

PRINCIPAL APPEAL PROCEDURES��

Section 3012-d of the Education Law establishes a comprehensive annual evaluation system for classroom teachers and building principals, as well as 

the issuance and implementation of improvement plans for teachers and principals whose performance is assessed as either developing or ineffective. 

To the extent that a teacher/principal wishes to challenge a performance review and/or improvement plan under the evaluation system, the law 

requires the establishment of an appeals procedure. This appeal procedure will address a principal’s due process rights while ensuring that appeals are 

resolved in an expeditious manner. 

APPEALS OF INEFFECTIVE AND DEVELOPING RATINGS ONLY 

Appeals of annual professional performance reviews will be limited to those that rate a principal as ineffective or developing only. 

WHAT MAY BE CHALLENGED IN AN APPEAL 

Appeal procedures will limit the scope of appeals under Education Law §3012-d of the following subjects: 

(1)�the substance of the annual professional performance review, which shall include the following: 

(i) in the instance of a principal rated ineffective on the student performance category but rated highly effective on the school visit category based on 

an anomaly, as determined locally. 

(2)�the school district’s adherence to the standards and methodologies required for such reviews, pursuant to Education Law §3012-d; 

(3)�the adherence to the Commissioner’s regulations, as applicable to such reviews; 

(4)�compliance with any applicable locally negotiated procedures applicable to annual professional performance reviews or improvement plans; and 

(5)�the school district’s issuance and/or implementation of the terms of a principal improvement plan under Education Law §3012-d. 

PROHIBITION AGAINST MORE THAN ONE APPEAL 

A principal may not file multiple appeals regarding the same performance review or improvement plan. All grounds for appeal must be raised with 

specificity within one appeal. 

Any grounds not raised at the time the appeal is filed shall be deemed waived. 

In an appeal, in order to prevail, the principal has the burden of demonstrating by a preponderance of the evidence that the review is deficient in one or 

more of the 5 areas enumerated above. 

However, the foregoing shall not limit the right of a principal to challenge any aspect of an evaluation or a PIP in any proceedings brought pursuant to 

Section 3020-a or Section 3020-b of the Education Law. 

TIME FRAME FOR FILING APPEAL 

All appeals must be submitted in writing no later than 15 schools days of the date when the principal receives his/her annual professional performance 

review, exclusive of any days during which the principal is on vacation. If a principal is challenging the issuance of a principal improvement plan, an 

appeal must be filed within 15 school days of issuance of such plan. If a Principal is challenging the implementation of a Principal improvement plan, 

an appeal must be filed within 15 school days of the failure of the District to implement any component of the plan. The failure to file an appeal 

within these timeframes shall be deemed a waiver of the right of appeal and the appeal shall be deemed abandoned. 

When filing an appeal, the principal must submit a detailed written description of the specific areas of disagreement over his or her performance 

review, or the issuance and/or implementation of the terms of his or her improvement plan and any additional documents or materials relevant to the 

appeal. The performance review and/or improvement plan being challenged must also be submitted with the appeal. Any information not submitted at 

the time the appeal is filed shall not be considered. 

TIME FRAME FOR DISTRICT RESPONSE 

Within 10 calendar days of receipt of an appeal, the school district staff member(s) who issued the performance review or was/were or are responsible 

for either the issuance and/or implementation of the terms of the principal’s improvement plan must submit a detailed written response to the appeal. 

In the case of an intervening school break during which the staff members will not be required to report to work for 5 or more work days, this time 

period will be extended by the length of such break. The response must include any and all additional documents or written materials relevant and 

specific to the point(s) of disagreement that support the school district’s response and are relevant to the resolution of the appeal. Any such 

information that is not submitted at the time the response is filed shall not be considered in the deliberations related to the resolution of the appeal. The 

principal initiating the appeal shall receive a copy of the response filed by the school district, and any and all additional information submitted with 

the response, at the same time the school district files its response and the principal shall have 10 school days to submit a Reply to the District’s 

submission. 

DECISION-MAKER ON APPEAL 

(a)�A decision shall be rendered by the superintendent of schools or his/her designee, except that an appeal may not be decided by the same individual 

who was responsible for making the final rating decision. 

A written decision on the merits of the appeal shall be rendered no later than 30 calendar days from the date upon which the principal filed his or her 

appeal. The appeal shall be based on a written record, comprised of the principal’s appeal papers and any documentary evidence accompanying the

2. Teachers hired in the Westbury School District go through an intensive and thorough hiring 
process and only after careful vetting, receive probationary appointments. 

3. If a teacher is rated as "Developing" or "Ineffective" it is the goal of both parties to improve 
the teacher's performance so that his or her performance can be rated "effective." 

4. A Teacher Improvement Plan (TIP) will be provided for those teachers receiving an annual 
rating of "Developing" or "Ineffective." 

5. The purpose of a TIP is to assist teachers to work to their potential. 

Procedures for a Teacher Improvement Plan (TIP) 

1. When a teacher's end of year evaluation results in a rating "Developing' or "Ineffective", 
administration will place a teacher on a TIP. The TIP form shall inform the teacher of his or her 
right to union representation, which shall be signed by the teacher. If the teacher refuses to sign, 
the district will note such refusal on the TIP form.

3. A statement of differentiated activities to support improvement; and 

4. The manner of assessment of improvement that shall be in the nature of direct observation, 
review of materials (where applicable), review of behaviors (where applicable), attention to 
educational directives (where applicable), and student progress based upon the measure as 
determined by the state and locally under this APPR (where applicable). 

5. PIP procedures shall be in accordance with Exhibits A and B hereto. 



  EXHIBIT A  

The area or areas in need of improvement shall be drawn from the evaluation criteria of this 
APPR. 

The Administrator's PIP shall be in place within ten school days of the start of the school year. 

The Superintendent of Schools or his or her designee shall meet with the Administrator on the 
PIP: (1) prior to its implementation for the purpose of developing the PIP, (2) at the 1/3 point of 
the PIP to discuss the administrator's progress on the PIP and provide written feedback to the 
administrator regarding progress towards PIP goals; (3) at the 2/3 point of the PIP to discuss the 
administrator's progress on the PIP and provide written feedback to the administrator regarding 
progress towards PIP goals; and (4) within ten days following the end of the PIP to review the 
administrator's performance on the PIP to provide a written summary of the administrator's 
progress. 

The time line for achieving improvement shall be the entire school year.

Superintendent of Schools and/or his or her designee after consultation with the Principal on the 
PIP that may include, but shall not be limited to: working with mentors at no cost to the 
principal, in-service training at no cost to the principal, educational conferences and reference to 
professional writings based upon scientific research at no cost to the principal, collaboration with 
administrative colleagues. 

The manner of assessment of improvement that shall be developed by the Superintendent of 
Schools and/or his or her designee after consultation with the Principal and may be in the nature 
of direct observation, review of materials (where applicable), review of behaviors (where 
applicable), attention to educational directives (where applicable), and student progress based 
upon the measure as determined by the state and locally under this APPR (where applicable).
